
Flat Track Roller Derby is a hot sport that has emerged over the past five to seven years 
from the ashes of late-70’s WWF-style banked-track derby. Roller derby leagues are 
popping up across the nation and the world. This action-packed, aggressive women’s 
sport attracts a loyal and diverse demographic.

Founded in 2005, ARRG has since grown from a dozen women to a 100-person league 
comprised of more than 70 active skaters split into four unique local teams and three 
travel teams: the nationally ranked All Stars, and St. Lunachix who primarily play other 
B-teams in the region, and the developmental team the Rookie Rivals.

ARRG is skater owned and operated. We currently practice year-round. Our skaters 
lead committees, serve on an elected board of directors, and work as coaches for our 
ever-evolving league. We also depend on dedicated volunteers, businesses, vendors, and 
performers like you who help us continue to grow and offer St. Louis something truly 
unique. 

We are currently preparing for our highly anticipated seventh season at Queeny Park. 
The season will feature double-header local home bouts, and bouts featuring WFTDA 
teams from across the nation.
